Create Your OWN Lab: Circulation Station
Your Human Mission
A group of Aliens landed on Earth to investigate its resources. While here, they noticed that their bodies were not working as well as they expected. Somehow, they were able to get in touch with an amazing scientific research and medical team. You are part of this team and have the challenge of helping these friendly Aliens to help fix aspects of their circulatory systems.
Alien Symptoms: As a team of four, choose ONE “Alien Symptom” to solve as your problem

1. Some of the Aliens’ blood is turning blue. What is the problem? How can this be fixed?

2. The blood volume in their bodies is not consistent. Sometimes it gets really low and other times, it is really high. How do you think this can be corrected?

3. A few of the Aliens have become sick and aren’t feeling well. What could be the source of this and how can their health be improved?
4. Even though their blood is flowing, they noticed that they are more tired than usual. Why would this be and how would you proceed in changing this for the better?
IMPORTANT INFORMATION:
· The Aliens have a heart-like organ, blood and blood vessels, however, they do not work exactly like ours.

· The Aliens will be on Earth for at least a month, so they need remedies that are long-lasting.

· The materials you use need to be easily accessible and affordable.
